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In April riders will continue to develop their skills in all disciplines. In the Horse Care
session, Perth-based ‘horse dentist’, Adam Geldard will be delivering a lecture and
demonstration on teeth, and how to care for them.

Older riders will focus on improving their skills in the canter in the Flatwork session,
and should be able to demonstrate a change of canter lead through the trot, 20m
canter circles, as well as recognition of the leading leg at the canter by feeling the
movement of the horse through their seat. Riders may look down with their eyes to
check, but may not drop their head or lead forward! Younger riders will learn how to
use their seat to control the rhythm and tempo of the trot, while all riders will be made
aware of the importance of straightness in all paces.

Our show jumping session will focus on the skills needed to ride a show jumping
course. Instructors will assist riders to attain a balanced seat, independent of the reins
over jumps, and will ensure that a forward jumping position with a steady lower leg is
established. Older riders can expect to find spreads and combination jumps with a
minimum of one non-jumping stride in their courses. Riders get to have a go at 6-bar
jumping in the Active Riding session.

The X-country course will be closed on the April rally day in preparation of the Zone
ODE being hosted by KRPC on 26™ & 27™ April.
